Legmate Operating Instructions

Preparation for using Legmate
· Ensure all fasteners are in place and tightened prior to use.

· Handle bars must be bolted into place using 2 x M6 bolts and nuts. 

· Adjust lifting forks to correct width of the stern drive (maximum width 265mm - minimum width 180mm).

· Tighten 2 x M12 clamping bolts.
· Ensure the lifting jack is firmly sat in the jacking basket and seated in lifting frame boss at the top.

· Ensure that both wheels are fitted correctly and retaining pins are in place.

N.B Ensure these checks are carried out everytime you use the Legmate.

Using Legmate

· Remove propeller from stern drive as per manufacturers instructions.

· Place the Legmate lifting forks under the cavitation plate of the stern drive.
· Ensure forks width is adjusted correctly to suit drive unit.

· Gently jack up Legmate lifting forks into position, removing the clearance between the lifting forks and cavitation plate.

· Secure the stern drive to Legmate by fitting the safety strap around the stern drive and the lifting forks.
· Remove stern drive bolts and ancillaries as per manufacturers instructions.
· When all stern drive bolts and ancillaries are removed, the weight of the stern drive can be taken by jacking up Legmate forks. 
· Carefully withdraw the Legmate together with the stern drive unit.

· If the ground that the stern drive has to go over is rough we highly recommend that the Legmate is pulled backwards rather than pushed forward.

Warning: 
Do not use Legmate on the soft mud, sand and extremely bumpy ground.
Do not lift people or animals.
Do not exceed the 250Kgs weight limit.
